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I first started the agility program in 1998 using Bud Houston’s outline books. We had all wooden equipment
(AKC wasn't strict at that time) and that's what we were taught on.

Chris Eicher & Stoli came to class along with Kathy Chervenka (who used Judy Fegan dogs since she did not
own a dog), Deb Goodhart along with her husband Chip, Kary Starling and her husband, Cathy Markley, and
Bonnie Opal. Judy Kolva joined after I saw her in Obedience with her Cocker Spaniels and asked her to try
agility. Carolyn Dumaresq started later.

Chris and I decided we needed to develop guidelines for different levels which are the foundations of today's
classes.

We had our first Match outside on Oct 31, 1998 because there was only Standard at the time. We still had to let
people do obstacle discrimination. None of us knew much about scoring or anything. Our Judge, Jim Sanders,
who came to some of our show & go's, was a great help.

Kathy Chervenaka was thrown in to scribe and to this day will do the job if needed.

We had our first agility trial April 1999 which was 4 days held at Twin Brooks. At that time there weren't many
trials around us except for Capital Training in MD and Williamsport.

"#$"%&#())&*%+3$),*(,$— Due to the level of interest in online registration, Lisa and Karen are
reviewing options for whether or not online class registration is feasible for the club.
(#%"/(*&("%)) — Vicki stated she does not have access to the online calendar. Su has
attempted to give her access but has been unsuccessful. To her knowledge, only Lisa and Wendy
have access.

Su stated that she does not understand why Vicki needs access since Wendy is doing the online calendar.
Su was reminded that, at the last meeting, the board agreed to have one person — Vicki — doing all the
calendars. It is her job description.

Vicki said the difficulty in gaining access is that when she tries to log in the system is sending a
validation email to someone and no one is validating it. Su stated that, if Vicki can get with her to arrange a
time to try to log in, Su will look for the validation email and assist Vicki in gaining access. Cindy answered
questions regarding division of responsibilities; Wendy will continue to maintain the website (other than the
calendar) and Vicki will be updating the calendar. After Vicki has access, all calendar requests should be
forwarded to Vicki, rather than Wendy. In case of class cancellations, instructors should post to our
Facebook page to notify students. Calendar updates are not instantaneous but Facebook is.
H%("$"+&.-",*(,0)1 — Carolyn needs Jane to confirm which nights the deep cleaning should be
done for Obedience trials because those nights need to go in to the cleaning contract. It should be
done a total of six times per year.

Per Jane, the person who is doing the deep cleaning might need to vacuum prior to the deep cleaning.
Carolyn said she and Jane will sit down with the cleaner to clarify the responsibilities before signing the
contract.

Per Carolyn, Angie will now clean on Sunday nights after classes are completed. Karen asked about
what Angie’s increased rate is and requested copies of all contracts and W-9 from new cleaner.

Jane wanted to be sure that we will be buying the new vacuum and telling Angie she must use it. Per
Cindy, Angie has refused to use our vacuums in the past. Karen suggested we do a test of the vacuum Angie
is currently using to assess whether or not there is a problem with the cleaner. Carolyn has class the morning
after Angie cleans, so she will evaluate the cleanliness of the floor at that time.

Jane offered a “thank you” to Renee Macbean for helping find cleaners and evaluate which ones
to bid on.

Cindy read the relevant parts of the Township letter. Su will maintain the original copy of the letter.
Page 7: (Re: Change to Dog Training Facility) Upon consideration of all the evidence and
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testimony presented, the Board finds that the relevant standards and conditions for granting the
variance requested have been satisfied.

(Re Food Truck) Page 9: The Board finds that the requested change is small such that it can be granted
without proof of additional requirements for a variance.

Page 10: Order: The Applicant’s use of a food truck shall be accessory to operation of the dog training
facility and limited to special private events.

¥ Vicki raised the question of whether or not we can scan official documents in and maintain them
digitally. Su will investigate how to use the scan function on the copier at the club. Su and Lisa will
look into cloud storage for the club.

¥ Cindy stated that she talked with John last week regarding his slow response to Carolyn’s 12/6
email. He explained that the keys to unlock the plastic covers are in the keybox in the office.
However, only the HVAC company can reset the thermostats. The type of thermostats we have
are at factory settings and require that there is an 8 degree differential between heating and AC.

Cindy noted that she was totally ignorant of the fact that the board has no control over our thermostats.
And this needs to be resolved. From the April 2017 board minutes, the thermostat was set at 68 degrees for
the winter. There may have been some discussion regarding lowering the temperature during Covid.
However, when we went to green light, everything should have been reset as it was prior to Covid.

Jane stated in a text message that John (or HVAC) reset the thermostats to 68 degrees on Monday 12/9.

In checking emails from John, Cindy noted that in October 2023 he stated: The technician from HV
Mechanical said everything looks OK, except for the filters being dirtier or than they should be. He is
suggesting changing the filters between three and four weeks and perhaps going from 1 inch filters to 2 inch
filters. He also suggested changing over to Wi-Fi controlled thermostats due to the amount of traffic in and
out of the building. However, John was absent from the November 2023 Board meeting. His written report
for that month’s board meeting did not include the suggested change to Wi-Fi thermostats

John emailed the current proposal for Wi-Fi thermostats and sensors for change over to Wi-Fi
thermostats. John noted that everything can be controlled remotely from the Honeywell app. If you give the
code to the technicians, they can diagnose the heaters and air conditioners remotely and possibly service
them without coming to the building. With this set up, you could look at the temperature inside the building
anytime you want and adjust either the heaters or the air conditioners and you’ll never have to worry about
them conflicting with each other again. This is your best option. The heaters will be 14 years old in
February.

Various board members commented that if John can change the temperature on our current thermostats
there doesn’t seem to be a need to change thermostats. Carolyn requested more information about the
longevity of thermostats.

The Board agreed that heat should be kept at 68° and cooling at 72°. Cindy stated we need to locate the
book for the owners’ manual on thermostats.
